The Manor Hospital was opened in October 2004 and provides patient 
centred treatment in comfortable and relaxed surroundings.

The cardiology department offers:

• 	 Echocardiography (Echo)

• 	 Electrocardiogram (ECG)

• 	 Cardiac event recorder

• 	 24 hour ambulatory blood pressure monitor

• 	� Pacemaker and implantable cardioverter defibrillator (ICD) follow-up

• 	 Chest x-ray

• 	 Cardiac catheterisation (angioplasty)

• 	 Cardiac Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI)

• 	 Computed Tomography scanning (CT)

In addition to these resources the hospital has six operating theatres 
(including a dedicated cardiac theatre) onsite pathology, pharmacy and 
physiotherapy services and a seven bedded critical care unit (CCU). The 
hospital has 71 private en suite bedrooms and a dietician is on hand to 
advise on the best diet for recovery. The Balcony Café provides hot and 
cold food and drinks, magazines, newspapers and a selection of toiletries.
